Home Improvement Loans

Home Improvement Loans - 0% Deferred Payment Loans to Qualified Borrowers for home improvements to make their homes safer and more weather tight.

What type of loan is available? 
HOMEOWNER DEFERRED LOANS. Clark County and municipalities within Clark County, Wisconsin use Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds to make direct, interest-free loans to income qualified families to cover the cost of rehabilitating their homes. The loan is repaid when the property is sold or transferred. There is no interest on the loans and there are no monthly payments.

Who qualifies?
Any owner-occupied property located in Clark County, Wisconsin is eligible for rehabilitation if funds are available. 

What is the maximum loan amount available?
Loans cannot exceed the actual cost of rehabilitation and cannot exceed $15,000 per home except by special action of the loan committee.

What are the income eligibility requirements?
To qualify, the applicant must meet HUD income guidelines as shown below. Priority will be given to those households with the lowest incomes and greatest needs.

What types of improvements are eligible?
Doors, electrical wiring, furnace, insulation, painting, plumbing repairs, roof repairs, septic systems, siding, wells, windows, foundation repairs and handicapped accessibility improvements are examples of eligible projects.

Are there other conditions?
The property must be physically and financially feasible for rehabilitation. Generally, the sum of the cost of rehabilitation and the outstanding mortgage may not exceed the fair market value of the house after rehabilitation is completed.  Property taxes and homeowner’s insurance must be paid and up to date.

Upon completion of the rehabilitation work, the property must be brought up to minimum housing code standards.

Where can I apply?
You may apply by contacting the Clark County Housing Authority at (715) 255-9396.

If you are eligible, the Housing Inspector will work with you to determine the work description and a cost estimate.

The Housing Authority Board will meet monthly to consider all pending applications. If your loan is approved, the Grant Administrator will provide you with bid specifications for your project. You will give copies of the bid specification to qualified contractors.  Work on painted surfaces in a home built prior to 1978 must be done by a contractor trained as a Lead Renovator Company.

Homeowner works with program administrator to choose the lowest cost and most reasonable contractor and authorizes him/her to proceed. The contractor has 90 days to complete the work. A final inspection will be done to review the work and you approve all payments requests.
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
